McGruff House
McGruff House is a national program sponsored by the National Crime Prevention Council to provide “safe houses” for children in our community.  Manassas Park Neighborhood Watch has teamed with the Manassas Park Police Department to establish McGruff House in Manassas Park.

Being a McGruff House is very simple.  After completing an application, background check, and approval, you will receive a McGruff House sign to place in your window.  This signals to children in the community that your home is a safe place to go if they are in need of adult assistance.  To put it simply, being a McGruff House does not change what most people would do for a child in need, it just allows that child to know that your home is safe.  For example, if a child is approached by a stranger or is lost, they know a McGruff House is home that is safe for them to ask for help.  
Our goal is to have at least 2 McGruff Houses on every street in Manassas Park.  Help us to reach our goal and be part of a safer city for our children!
